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MONOLIT FIRMWARE UPDATE GUIDE

1. Connect MONOLIT to your computer

Use a USB cable to connect MONOLIT to your laptop or computer.
2. Open the update menu

On the MONOLIT device, go to Settings and select Firmware Update.

Note: You can also access update mode by holding the left black button below the screen while plugging

in the USB cable.
3. MONOLIT will appear as an external drive

After entering firmware update mode, MONOLIT will appear on your computer as a removable drive.

Open this drive.

4. Update the firmware file
In the main folder of the drive, locate the file named monolit.bin.
Delete monolit.bin from the MONOLIT drive.
After deleting it, copy the new firmware file to the same location.
Do not try to overwrite the old file. It must be removed first.

5. Complete the update
MONOLIT will automatically reboot after the new file is copied.
Do not disconnect the cable until the reboot is complete.
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
